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First off, I am both honoured and privileged to assume command of 
the best Squadron in the Lower Mainland!  During the past year, 
PMPSS taught 207 Students, had 7 well attended cruises, and a full 
calendar of social events like our annual on-water concert, Recrea-
tional Vehicle Courtesy Checks, Shoreline Cleanup and Remem-
brance Day service.  Membership has continued to decline, we are 
just under 4% down from this same time last year, compared to the 
national average of 7% decline.  Even beating the average, we take 
these declines very seriously, and meet to ensure that we are offering 
members what they want and need, and have seen 25 new members 
since April. 
  

My first few months have been very full with a 
Cinco de Mayo event (including 36 RVCC in-
spections), work on the budget for the current 
bridge, Change of Watch, a student graduation 
ceremony, launching our new Public Relations 
Steering Committee, participating in my Sailpast 
(thanks so much to everyone!), dealing with 
changes to a variety of CPS National fees, and 
of course keeping an eye on the impending 
upgrade of CPS' National website and infor-
mation systems.  We celebrated two more of 
our members earning their 20th Merit Mark and becoming lifetime members.  Past Command-
er Steve Clark and Dave Burrell, both friends since public school, and both have contributed 
significantly to the squadron through volunteering. 
  
The first meeting of the new bridge was held May 15, and we've produced our first pass of cal-
endar of events for the year (and have already added more!).  I'm both proud and excited 
about our new bridge, we have a nice balance of experienced heavy hitters and fresh blood to 
bring new ideas and approaches, thanks to all of you giving your time and energy in this 
way.  We've also launched a PR Steering Committee in order to ensure effective communica-
tion and consideration of member needs across all of our different operational areas 
(Education, Socials, Cruises, Membership), and that we spend our energy communicating what 
we need to as efficiently as possible.  This committee has identified a need to have greater fo-
cus on family events, more land-based events, and support of smaller vessels.  As a by-product 
of this committee we were also able to perform some successful tests of increasing our reach 
through online marketing for the Cinco de Mayo event.  This group has also identified the need 
to deliver evening or weekend seminars, with consideration of children during periods like 
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March Break, and has already commenced setting up a Summer Sunday Patio Party series at Willy's Galley in June, July and Au-
gust.  I'll take advantage of this opportunity to remind everyone of the Shoreline Cleanup PMPSS performs at Rocky Point Park, 
this year on September 23, please be sure to read about both this and the Summer Sunday Patio Parties later in this issue! 
  
One of the issues that I am focused on this year is the welfare of our volunteer community, and I know this was a priority for 
Past Commander Julie Bruce as well.  Because its simply never said enough, THANK YOU volunteers!  Our Squadron runs on 
volunteers, and its critical that we recognize their importance, ensure they are enjoying their work and feeling rewarded, and 
foster an environment that encourages communication, respect and growth of our volunteer community.  To that end, I have 
developed a new bridge role, the Volunteer Officer, who is to volunteers what the Membership Officer is to members; responsi-
ble for retention, recruiting, ensuring volunteers are satisfied, have what the need, always have a way to communicate their needs 
and concerns, and be a voice for volunteers to the Bridge; their sole focus is making life for volunteers better.  I encourage you 
to reach out to me if this new role sounds interesting to you, we will be developing this role throughout the year, and it will be 
an interesting opportunity  for someone to help improve PMPSS for all.    

  
I'd like to thank everyone who came out to our recent Backyard Bash cruise on Indian Arm 
over the Victoria Day weekend, it really was great to see many come out.  With 24 vessels 
in attendance, it was a good time during which we celebrated a vessel renaming, as well as a 
wonderful Sunday afternoon at Dave and Grace Burrell's cottage ("The Sugar Shack") on the 
arm.  Unfortunately for Dianne and I, our return trip was marred by a fuel problem, but in 
true PMPSS style, several members responded with offers of assistance, and within minutes, 
Dave and Julie Bruce had come alongside with Minstrel.  We tied together side by side and 
proceeded carefully back to Reed Point, me cringing just a little as the 163' MV Triton passed 
us doing 10 knots if not more.  A few days later I had new filters, lines bled and fuel problem 
resolved, and very thankful for belonging to PMPSS.  Its really great being able to depend on 
your fellow Squadron members for that safety net!  Be sure to read more about the Back-
yard bash later in this issue of the Quarterdeck. 
  

For anyone considering participating in this year's Carol Ships Cruises, check out the Courses section for information about the 
Fall Radar and Night Boating course, do the Cruise safely! 
  
Unfortunately, I must convey news of the recent passing of one of our members, Peter Davis. He, his wife Tannis, and their 
daughter Kaia have often participated in Squadron activities, and I recall enjoying several chats we had as we shared the same 
dock at RPM. Peter was always willing to share his knowledge and help where he could, and he will be missed by us. His family 
are planning a celebration of Peter's life and aiming for the end of June, and we're passing on information as we learn more.  De-
tails are still being worked out, but I believe we will be raising funds at our first Summer Sunday Patio Party on June 24 to con-
tribute to a fund set up by Tannis and Kaia at the Heart and Stroke 
Foundation, so come out for good friends and a good cause. 
  
Our next Bridge meeting and last before the summer break is at 
1900 hrs at Willy's Galley, Reed Point Marina on Tuesday, June 19.  I 
encourage anyone with an interest in Squadron Bridge operations to 
come out to our bridge meetings which are open to all members.

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The Captain’s Table 
 

Ingredients: 
 
4-6 [6] oz boneless skinless chicken breast 
1 [12] oz prepared Italian salad dressing 
1 tsp Mediterranean Herb or Rotisserie chicken seasoning 
16 oz sliced mushrooms, crimini, button, portabella [your 
preference] 
3 green onion, thinly sliced 
olive oil 
2 Tbsp butter or light butter 
salt and black pepper 
2 clove garlic, minced 
1 tsp Worcestershire sauce 
1/2 tsp red pepper flakes [more or less to your taste] 
12 oz baby spinach 
1 cup shredded Asiago cheese  

Preparation:  

Place the chicken breasts in a large plastic storage bag and 
marinate in the Italian dressing overnight. To prepare, remove 
the chicken from the marinade and discard the mari-

nade.  Season the chicken on both sides with Mediterranean 
Herb or Rotisserie chicken seasoning.  Drizzle a large pan with 
olive oil and add 2 Tbsp of butter or light butter. Sear the 
chicken for 3-4 minutes on each side or until the juices run 
clear.  Adjust the time based on the thickness of the chicken 
breasts.  Remove to a platter, cover and keep warm.  

In the same pan, sauté the mushrooms for 2-3 minutes then 
add the sliced green onions and minced garlic.  Add additional 
olive oil, if needed.  Season with salt and black pepper to your 
taste.  Add the Worcestershire sauce and red pepper 
flakes.  Cook for around 2-3 minutes until the onions begin to 
soften.  

Add the baby spinach.  Sauté until the spinach wilts and the 
juice evaporates.  Spoon on top of the chicken pieces and cov-
er each with Asiago cheese. Sprinkle the tops with additional 
Mediterranean Herb or Rotisserie chicken seasoning, if de-
sired.  Transfer to a baking sheet and place under the oven 
broiler for 2 minutes or until the cheese melts.  

Yield: 4-6 servings
